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A TOURIST GUIDE: THE CONCEPT, MEANING, CLASSIFICATION
AND CONSUMER CHARACTERISTICS

Abstract. The article discusses the concept of "tourist guide" as integral part of the tourism in-
dustry. Tourist guide is the most important form of information support, and, at the same time,
a part of the printed culture of mankind, a form of communication and a way of broadcasting
information. The author considers the role of a tourist guide as an information and reference
resource from historical and modern points of view. Guidebooks meet the consumer qualities
and has features of compliance with changing requirements on the part of their consumers.
Guidebooks differ in their significance, content, functionality, completeness, quality, target au-
dience, etc. The article presents various approaches and factors for the classification of tourist
guides. Tourist guides can be perceived as models of a tourist territory, a directory of tourist
objects, a collection of brands of the territory, a landmark in the area, a product of the tourism
industry, a souvenir and / or a keepsake. The author considers the functions and genre features
of tourist guides and determines the prospects for further possible studies of this genre of pro-
fessional tourist literature.

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Introduction

Tourist consumer behavior is considered
one of the most researched issues. Nevertheless,
in the last 5 years, there has been a significant in-
crease in publications on this issue in the general
array of articles on sustainable tourism [25],
which is explained not only by the dynamic devel-
opment of the tourist industry, the growth of its
role in the global economy and the scale of nega-
tive impact on natural environment, but also sig-
nificant environmentally driven changes in con-
sumer behavior that need to be researched.

Effective environmental transformation of
travel companies business models requires a
deep understanding of current consumer behav-
ior changes and trends, and how they will evolve
in the future. Companies that lack this under-
standing and do not take steps to adapt to the
new reality will become non-competitive.

At the same time, there is a growing aware-
ness that it is impossible to solve the problems of
transition to green economic growth only through
technological innovations without consumers ac-
tive involvement in the restructuring processes
for the relationship between society and the en-
vironment. This approach involves synchroniza-
tion of production processes and business models
(BM) innovative 'greening' with the processes of
consumer behavior models 'greening' (CBM),
which requires a deep understanding of the es-
sence, development logics and factors that deter-
mine the direction and dynamics of the CBM
green transformation.

However, despite the growth in the number
of studies and publications in this area, the au-
thors note their obvious limitations and fragmen-
tation. So, for example, only about 4% of articles
contain the research insights on consumer behav-
ior concerning the travel companies 'green’' offer
in the total array of articles on sustainable tourism
development [25]. It is premature to talk about
the existence of sustainable consumer behavior
(SCB) coherent theory, although there has been a
trend towards separating SCB into an independ-
ent theoretical structure within the last three
years.

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The purpose of this research is to build a
model for tourist green behavior based on its
identified development factors and analysis of the
tourist product consumers response to their im-
pact.

Issues of greening tourist CBM and travel
companies BM are relevant for a wide range of
stakeholders, including the local community and
business structures of destinations, national and
foreign investors, local authorities, regional and
national bodies interested in the sustainable de-
velopment of tourism, and specialized tourist ar-
eas, and make relevant the research of this topic.
The research findings will contribute to an effec-
tive incentives system development and over-
coming barriers to regional and municipal sustain-
able development strategies implementation.

Theoretical approaches to determining
tourist green behavior

Consumer behavior is considered one of the
most studied key marketing categories, however,
sustainable consumer behavior is underre-
searched and has fragmentary nature [38].

No generally accepted definition of environ-
mentally sustainable or responsible consumer be-
havior (ESCB and ERCB) has been developed to
date, as well as instrumental terminology for the
concept of environmentally responsible con-
sumer behavior. Sustainable, responsible, envi-
ronmentally sustainable, environmentally re-
sponsible, environmentally conscious, green con-
sumer behavior, socially responsible, environ-
mentally friendly consumer behavior are often
used interchangeably [34]. Recently, in addition
to the above terms, the phrase 'pro-environmen-
tal consumer behavior' [29, 35, 39] is often used,
understood as behavior, which is usually (or fol-
lowing environmental knowledge) assessed in the
context of the society in question as a protective
way of environmental behavior or a tribute to a
healthy environment [35]. It is emphasized that
pro-environmental behavior is a heterogeneous,
multidimensional construction, including behav-
ior in both private and public spheres [29]. Close
in meaning is, in our opinion, the concept of envi-
ronmentally oriented behavior, applicable both to
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consumer behavior and to business structures ac-
tivities.

Despite the abundance and variety of terms
used, they are united by their inherent principle
of minimizing negative environmental conse-
guences of consumption. For broader concepts of
sustainable and socially responsible consumer be-
havior, it is supplemented by ethics, sociability,
and efficiency (resource efficiency) principles [7].

Environmentally sustainable consumer be-
havior (ESCB) is associated with environmentally
responsible behavior and is an umbrella concept
that reflects consumer actions aimed at ensuring
the environmental aspects of sustainable devel-
opment [34]. Some researchers have a broad un-
derstanding of ESCB as human behavior that con-
tributes to environmental sustainability [32]. The
same approach is followed by authors who study
the environmental aspects of socially responsible
consumer behavior [38]. A similar approach is ap-
plied in tourism: A sustainable tourist is a tourist
who is highly committed to adhering to the prin-
ciples of sustainable development during leisure
(travel) [40].

In contrast to a broad understanding that
includes economic, social, and cultural aspects of
environmental responsibility, some authors limit
environmentally responsible behavior (ERCB) to
resource saving [34].

Consumer responsibility (social, environ-
mental) assumes considering social (and environ-
mental) and resulting socio-economic conse-
guences of their private consumption and consid-
ering consumption as the manifestation of re-
sponsible citizenship [38]. From this point of view,
the decision to refuse consumption to reduce
negative impact on natural environment is also a
form of private environmentally friendly behavior
manifestation [23], while participation in protests
against manufacturers which negatively impact
natural environment is considered its public form.

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Consumer behavior, in our opinion, is not
limited to their activities as customers. It is
broader, as it includes not only the choice and
purchase of a product but also the consumption
and disposal process of its results, which can have
different environmental features and conse-
quences for sustainable development. At the
same time, if the purchase (or rejection of it),
while influencing the level and quality of con-
sumption, is nevertheless a tool for consumer in-
fluence on manufacturer/seller behavior, then
private consumption and disposal processes rep-
resent a direct impact of the consumer on natural
environment.

Heesup Han fairly believes that green con-
sumer behavior (GCB) covers all forms of con-
sumer behavior that are useful in reducing nega-
tive impact on natural environment [33].

Studies of consumer behavior in tourism ap-
ply the concepts of 'tourist behavior' or 'traveler
behavior' [27]. This approach is quite legitimate in
our opinion since travel involves a continuous
consumption process of complementary goods
and services that satisfy the standard (basic) and
specific needs of a tourist/traveler.

Based on the definition of sustainable de-
velopment, international organizations define re-
sponsible (sustainable) tourism in their docu-
ments as "tourism that maximizes benefits for lo-
cal communities, minimizes negative social or en-
vironmental impacts and contributes to the
preservation of fragile cultures and habitats"?.

Passafaro P. and co-authors propose the fol-
lowing definition for sustainable tourist behavior
(STB) — behavior that considers climatic, eco-
nomic, social, and environmental consequences
of recreation options choice, which possibly re-
duces the carbon footprint or compensates for it
[40]. Such an understanding of STB presupposes
the consumer knowledge and commitment to the
principles of sustainable development?, their

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understanding of the carbon footprint essence
and its background processes, the availability of
guantitative assessments for both the carbon
footprint for certain types of consumer activities
and the tourist’s contribution to its development
when choosing alternative recreation options, the
conviction in one's own ability to contribute to its
reduction, as well as the availability of choice, i.e.
includes not only the behavior as such but also a
series of factors that determine it. The proposed
approach is more consistent with the understand-
ing of consumer behavior as a generalized con-
cept for the factors and processes that determine
consumer economic actions in the context of
goods acquisition and consumption [13]. How-
ever, its legitimacy raises doubts, since behavior
(as a set of actions) and the factors that determine
it are not the same things. Identifying influencing
factors, analyzing their relationship nature and
the degree of influence on consumer behavior re-
mains a serious scientific issue for various disci-
plines and an obligatory stage in the development
of consumer behavior models.

Russian researchers use the concept of
tourist environmentally responsible behavior,
which is understood as "... valuable behavior
sensemaking based on the high importance of na-
ture for the individual and care for it, the desire
not to harm" [12, p. 96]. Environmentally respon-
sible behavior, according to the authors, is mani-
fested not only in the choice of a tourist product
that meets environmental requirements but also
in conscious behavior during travel that has a pos-
itive impact on natural environment and tourists
as well.

In this research, to refer to the environmen-
tally oriented or environmentally friendly behav-
ior of a tourist/traveler as a consumer, the con-
cept of green tourist behavior (GTB) is used,
which is proposed to be understood as behavior
that suggests taking into account the
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environmental consequences of actions (follow-
ing the knowledge level of possible conse-
quences) carried out by the tourist at all stages of
the consumption process (need identification, in-
formation search, purchase decision, purchase,
consumption, and disposal) of all tourist product
components.

Such a definition implies a tourist's under-
standing of possible consequences of the deci-
sions made, or a clear social codification of envi-
ronmentally acceptable behavior norms. Moreo-
ver, according to this definition, the same behav-
ior will be environmentally acceptable for one
consumer and not environmentally friendly for
the other if the latter has a broader knowledge of
the environment and adjust their behavior ac-
cordingly. Nevertheless, it firstly implies the inclu-
sion of environmental responsibility factor in all
consumer behavior components (the presence of
goodwill to reduce one's pressure on natural en-
vironment), and secondly, it reflects the dynamic
character of tourist consumer behavior environ-
mental features, depending on environmental is-
sues severity, corresponding knowledge transfor-
mation, and social norms.

It should be noted that environmental con-
sequences of consumption can be significant (and
considered as such) both for the consumers them-
selves (primarily for their health) and for natural
environment as more general consequences of
private consumption. The use of the GTB concept
in this research involves the inclusion of all private
and public consequences of tourist consumer be-
havior.

Traditionally, green consumption activities
include a choice of environmentally friendly prod-
ucts, resource saving, waste reduction, and sort-
ing, use of environmentally friendly transport,
etc., i.e. all forms of consumer activities that help
reducing negative impact on natural environ-
ment. In tourism, this is an awareness of the need

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(perception of natural environment as an endur-
ing value, avoiding environmental problems in the
place of permanent residence; new experiences
or outdoor recreation activities in environmen-
tally favorable conditions); environmentally ori-
ented choice of destination, for example, not vis-
iting a destination suffering from overtourism, or
the choice of environmental tourist destinations;
sustainable types of transport (including
transport-free choice in favor of hiking); green ac-
commodation facilities (including sharing econ-
omy facilities); green cruises, restaurants, and
cafes; consumption of locally produced organic
products; saving electricity and water during
travel, minimizing food and non-recyclable waste
(plastic); separate waste collection; reuse of tow-
els, water containers; leasing and rental of special
tourist equipment instead of purchasing, partici-
pation in environmental campaigns during travel,
etc. One cannot but agree with the authors who
believe that a peculiar feature of GTB is not only
the consumption of green goods and services dur-
ing travel but also the willingness of green tourists
for self-restriction to reduce negative impact on
natural environment, mainly in terms of comfort
[11].
Modeling tourist green behavior

In marketing, consumer behavior (CB) is un-
derstood as a set of internally interconnected ac-
tions carried out by the subject in interaction with
the environment (marketing environment) to
meet the needs through the purchase and con-
sumption of goods and services. That is, CB is per-
ceived as a consumer's reaction to the impact of
various internal and external stimuli. Accordingly,
CB modeling is the identification and analysis of
the relationship within a system of economic, so-
cial, environmental, and psychological factors
that characterize the needs and ways to meet
them [8, p.140].

AV. Zemskov and V.N. Bugorsky under-
stand the behavior model of services consumer as
a description (more or less formalized) of the
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relationship between human activity (considered
both as a socio-psychological object and as a con-
sumer of goods) and those motives (needs and
desires) that lie behind these actions, as well as
the properties of the consumer's personality (and
the state of the external environment in which
these actions are performed) [6, p.184].

In the most general sense, the GTB model,
in our opinion, is a conditional image of environ-
mentally responsible tourists, reflecting the es-
sential features of their behavior at various stages
of the consumption process for tourist product
components, determined by their perception of
environmental issues and their ability to influence
their decisions during travel.

Modeling involves analysis of the conditions
in which the tourist will be, the definition of the
main model units, and factors influencing the en-
vironmental friendliness of the tourist's behavior

The authors use universal CBMs, adapting
them to the research purposes, for example, a
widely used consumer decision-making model by
R. Blackwell [2]. Or, they offer their own, designed
to solve specific research issues. The model pro-
posed by Mary Justin Amonoy et al. to identify
and explain the impact of environmental
knowledge, values, and attitudes on the green be-
havior of Generation Z consumers could serve as
an example of such a CBM [23]. Another example
is the tourist behavior models that reflect the
tourist industry digital transformation, proposed
by researchers at the Higher School of Econom-
ics3.

There are two basic approaches to structur-
ing a GTB model:

- analytical, within the framework of which
a basic generalized model is built, including a set
of predetermined (identified during the prelimi-
nary analysis) factors, which is then adapted to a
specific group of consumers-tourists, for example,
the Generation Z GTB model;

- simulating, built on identifying behavior
patterns of various tourists groups, which

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involves conducting large-scale sociological sur-
veys, collecting, and processing large volumes of
data (big data).

The multi-level structure and its complexity,
as well as complicated interactions of all the fac-
tors forming environmental needs and causing
behavioral responses determine the integrity,
complexity, and consistency of green consumer
behavior. Obviously, it cannot be fully disclosed
within the framework of any single scientific the-
ory or model and requires an integrated interdis-
ciplinary approach.

Many pieces of research use the so-called
'black box' model (a simple consumer behavior
model) as a baseline, considering the consumer's
consciousness as a 'black box' that gives rise to
customer responses under the influence of moti-
vator and marketing stimuli (for example, pur-
chase or refusal to purchase).

More complex models expand the set of
stimuli, supplementing them with political, social,
technological, cultural, etc. ones. It should be
noted that environmental factors appeared in this
list relatively recently, primarily to analyze con-
sumers reaction to the companies’ efforts to
green their products and activities, including
green marketing (environmental management,
products and services 'green’' certification, corpo-
rate social responsibility (CSR), compliance with
ESG criteria*, disclosed reporting, etc.) [27, 38].
The 'black box' content is structured simultane-
ously, for example, by including the socio-psycho-
logical features and values of customers, as well
as their responses.

Some universal theories form the theoreti-
cal background for the models under develop-
ment, among which are the marginal utility the-
ory, the neoclassical theory of rational consumer
behavior, the theory of planned behavior, the
value-belief-norm theory, the theory of reasoned
action, the norm activation theory, and other so-
cial psychology and environmental sociology
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theories, which make it possible to consider the
influence of personality-psychological factors, val-
ues, and beliefs in models.

Modern implementations of these theories
try to integrate into them the factors that deter-
mine consumers green behavior. The greatest at-
tention is paid to climate change impacts on con-
sumer behavior [30, 41]. In tourism, climate
change impact is analyzed mainly from the per-
spective of a climate-related decrease in destina-
tions attractiveness (reduction of snow cover at
ski resorts, melting of glaciers as attraction ob-
jects, water bloom and jellyfish invasion, anoma-
lous air and water temperatures, coral bleaching,
increase of natural hazards, etc.). It is noted that
the difficulties in predicting climate change cause
difficulties in modeling and predicting consumer
behavior.

Another major part of research covers con-
sumer behavior transformation as a response to
the companies’ 'green' efforts (compliance with
sustainability principles, integration of SDGs, CSR,
ESG into the development strategies) [14, 26].

Recently, there has been an increase in re-
search devoted to modeling the consumer re-
sponse to the green transformation of in-
trapersonal factors: values, attitudes, norms [29,
32].

The fragmentation of GTB models research
noted by the authors is explained, first, by the fact
that usually individual influence factors (one-fac-
tor, two-factor, three-factor models) are studied,
the addition or recombination of which leads to
contradictory results. Moreover, the research
findings of the same factors influence can be in-
comparable when the tourist destinations and
tourist types change that prevents their generali-
zation®.

Another limitation is the static nature of
GTB proposed models, which does not consider
its transformations over time. Issues are also
caused by the reduction of the research field to

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specific goods and services (environmentally
friendly products, 'green' hotels, organic prod-
ucts, etc.). A fixed set of major stimuli and a cer-
tain type of environmentally friendly products
limit the proposed models application [19, 23].

The complexity of green consumer behavior
research in tourism is determined by specifics of
tourist product production and consumption. For
example, by continuous consumption of various
complementary goods and services during travel
that makes up a combination of habitual con-
sumption items, which however can change (for
example, food, hygiene products, etc.) and spe-
cific tourist goods, which sometimes could not be
analyzed as a whole or separately from the travel
process and could be at the same time environ-
mentally friendly to varying degrees.

The GTB analysis is further complicated by
many macroeconomic and political factors im-
pacts, the effect of which can only partially be off-
set by such features as adaptability and travel var-
iability. A vivid example is the tourist behavior im-
pacted by visa and sanitary restrictions intro-
duced to prevent the spread of Covid-19. While
middle- and low-income population groups were
forced to refrain from traveling, high-income
groups sought to ensure the safety of their travels
(including environmental safety) using private
jets, renting chalets and villas located in hard-to-
reach unique natural areas (not excluding pro-
tected areas), etc.

Some authors explain the fragmentation of
GTB studies by the improper use of theories, con-
cepts, models, and methods in tourist behavior
analysis borrowed from other disciplines and re-
search areas without their adaptation to the tour-
ist industry, including general studies of consumer
behavior in marketing [1, 36].

Only a few studies use systemic holistic ap-
proaches to understand the behavior or pro-
cesses under study [27]. It can be stated with a
high degree of confidence that there is no univer-
sal model yet, which explains the relationship and
mutual influence of factors, and their impact on
GTB. In addition, some authors question the fea-
sibility of developing a universal model [27]. Given
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the complex complementary nature of the tourist
product, where every component consumed is
characterized by significant differences, presence
of serious differences in its consumption condi-
tions, complex and multidirectional influence of
social, psychological, economic, environmental,
and other factors, we should agree with the expe-
diency of developing a system of GTB models,
each of which performs its function in learning
GTB development and implementation processes.
Green transformation of tourism
consumer behavior

Recently, a lot of research covers the envi-
ronmentally oriented transformation of con-
sumer behavior under the influence of external
factors caused by a significant deterioration of
natural environment, climate change, emergence
and spread of pathogens, and pandemics [17, 20,
31]. There is a rapidly growing volume of research
on the changes that occur in the behavioral pat-
terns of travelers under the influence of COVID-19
[4, 15, 39]. At the same time, there is an increase
in research of internal factors (psychological, per-
sonal) that determine the motivation for green
consumer behavior of various tourists categories.

The authors note that the motivation for
travel and the factor that determines its format
and choice of direction is health safety and the
search for ways to transform the lifestyle, giving it
a new meaning, ensuring harmony with inner self
and the environment. Preference is given to a
tourist product that promotes a healthy lifestyle
and immune stimulation, reassessment of the na-
ture role [15].

These trends are confirmed by the global re-
search findings of consumer behavior among Rus-
sians for 2020, held in 2019-2020 by analytical
company PwC. One of the main trends identified
in a survey held after the pandemic outbreak is an
increase in attention to physical and mental
health and well-being (69%) [16].

Many authors and tourism practitioners
consider the greening of tourist behavioral pat-
terns not as an emerging trend, but as a sustaina-
ble trend, which is largely facilitated by the results
of surveys held regularly by large search
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aggregators, such as Booking.com and TripAdvi-
sor, as well as analytical companies. For example,
studies by STR (Smith Travel Research) show a
steady increase in the number of tourists who feel
responsible for their negative impact on natural
environment during travel. According to the latest
(2021) studies by Booking.com, 72% of Russians
surveyed believe that decisive action is needed
right now to save the planet, 57% say that be-
cause of the pandemic they want to travel more
consciously in the future®. Survey data indicate a
positive trend in traveler environmental prefer-
ences (Table 1).

In Russia, the share of tourists wishing to
stay in sustainable accommodation establish-
ments comprised 74% in 2021 showing a signifi-
cant increase compared to 2016 (62%)2.

At the same time, there is a point of view
according to which GTB is not a long-term and
sustainable trend, but a tribute to fashion [19].
And consumption of environmentally friendly
goods and services is motivated by consumption
enjoyment and not by care about natural environ-
ment and the future of the planet. To describe
such behavior, the term 'joyful consumption' ap-
peared in English-language literature. Russian au-
thors propose to name environmental hedonists
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those who prioritize their comfort in combination
with personal environmental safety (the choice of
glamping or a secluded chalet in a protected area
for accommodation) [19, p.105].

To be fair, there is another type of ecologi-
cal hedonist. Many representatives of Generation
Z - 'joyful consumption' followers enjoy rationaliz-
ing and minimizing their consumption, releasing
from the stereotypes of the consumer society. In
tourism, an example of minimalistic consumption
can be the choice of an eco-friendly hostel for ac-
commodation or the use of digital platforms that
allow free use of accommodation services. Aban-
doning ownership in favor of more efficient use of
real estate (sharing economy as a tool for increas-
ing resource efficiency)®. 56% of Russian ecotour-
ists declare their readiness to limit the amenities
use to reduce negative impact on natural environ-
ment during travel [10].

From the point of view of reducing negative
impact on natural environment, tourist motiva-
tion is not so important (it does not matter what
guides, it is important how one behaves). In this
case, the concept of pleasure is of fundamental
importance.

Increasing environmental concerns and un-
derstanding that it is necessary to take urgent
measures to preserve natural environment, un-
fortunately, do not mean the increase of real con-
sumer activity in this direction.

In 2019, only 10% of travelers in Europe
considered sustainability issues when choosing
travel options [25].

In Russia, a study of tourist behavior when
choosing protected areas as a tourist destination

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showed that even in the ecotourists category, the
share of those possessing environmentally re-
sponsible behavior is 26% [12].

A major barrier to GTB development is the
way consumers perceive environmental issues. If
problems are perceived only as general (social),
the possibility of their solution by one person is
excluded, there is a temptation to shift responsi-
bility to society, which reduces incentives to
change one's behavior. Differences in a sense of
responsibility perception lead to different behav-
ioral patterns. In practice, this issue manifests it-
self in the discrepancy between the increase in
the sense of responsibility declared by consumers
and the low level of willingness to pay for green
solutions®,

Thus, according to the results of Russians
consumer behavior global study!! held in 2020 by
the audit company PwC, which also analyzes envi-
ronmental risks, 80% (2019 - 83%) of Russians are
concerned about environmental issues, but only
47% (declare readiness) are ready to pay more for
environmental goods or sacrifice comfort for the
sake of responsibility and environmental habits
training. 47% expect businesses to be responsible
for their impact on natural environment (i.e., they
shift the responsibility on business) [16].

Evidence of consumer unwillingness to pay
for the economy greening are the mass protests
of the population in France, England, Spain, and
other countries associated with increasing fuel
and energy prices. Residents of the United States
are not ready to switch to public transport en
masse [21].

G. Miniero with co-authors believes that the
conflict between the obligation to preserve natu-
ral environment towards society and future gen-
erations and short-term obligations towards one-
self and one's family does not contribute to
greening behavior, and willingness to follow GCB
expressed in surveys does not mean appropriate
consumer actions. In other words, the growth in
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the importance of green products for the con-
sumer, recorded by sociological studies, does not
lead to a corresponding increase in their sales
[37]. In Russia, 88% are not ready to pay more,
even if they are sure that the manufacturing com-
pany follows the CBR principles [5].

Analysis of the European consumer behav-
ioral patterns shows that being aware of green
concepts, they are not ready to pay more for
green products, since their value is not obvious,
or may appear in the distant future. Therefore, for
the GCB model to be realistic, it should include the
factors for willingness to pay and the level of trust
or belief in the value of green goods and services,
as well as factors reflecting the value of nature
and a sense of responsibility for natural environ-
ment. This in turn requires a corresponding trans-
formation of business models, both in terms of
greening the offer value and in terms of commu-
nications that provide evidence of such value to
consumers [28].

Summarizing the findings of research on
trends in the environmentally oriented transfor-
mation of tourist product consumer behavior in
recent years allows us to propose a conceptual
model for the green transformation of the tourist
consumer behavior presented in Table 2. R. Black-
well's model of the consumer decision-making
process was chosen as the basis [2].

Conclusion

The proposed model is conceptual and is not
intended to be exhaustive in revealing all environ-
mental factors of GTB. Moreover, the analysis of
environmental factors influence on GTB features in
isolation from other (social, psychological, etc.) in-
fluence factors is a serious model limitation. Nev-
ertheless, it meets the analysis goals and allows to
identify a set of factors determining GTB processes
and further develop a system of state and public
measures promoting the green transformation of
the tourist product consumer behavior.

Depending on the analysis goals, the model

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can be supplemented with both newly emerging
influence factors, including those generated by
the efforts of management institutions at all lev-
els, and new forms of green behavior manifesta-
tion emerging as a response to new environmen-
tal challenges and green transformation of travel
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companies business models. The possibility to ex-
pand the model with a correlation analysis out-
come for the relationship between various influ-
ence factors (not only environmental ones) and
the relative response of tourist product consum-
ers determines directions for future research.

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BARRIER-FREE TOURISM: CRITERIA AND RATIONAL OBJECTS CHOICE

FOR INCLUSIVE TOUR

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the availability of the tourist infrastructure
objects in the Republic of Karelia for their compliance with the requirements of a barrier-free
environment. A barrier-free environment is especially relevant for disabled people (DP). Several
problems in this area are related to the accessibility of tourist facilities for disabled people, and
the lack of adapted tourism products. This requires solving specific problems at the level of the
state, regional local authorities, entrepreneurs, and citizens. This work presents an overview of
the definition of the "barrier-free tourism" concept, the main problems of this type of tourism,
which are associated with transport, medical control, special tourist equipment, the operation of
hotels, and information support. The quality criteria for improving the barrier-free environment
were also determined, which are achieved while maintaining the accessibility, safety, conven-
ience and information content of buildings for the needs of the disabled and other people with
limited mobility without infringing on the relevant rights and opportunities of other people.
Based on the systematization of factors that have the most impact on the development of bar-
rier-free tourism and the selected criteria, a study was conducted on the availability of tourist
facilities in the Republic of Karelia. The study was based on the analysis of sites of tourist objects,
reviews of visitors with disabilities and visits to these objects for the purpose of personal obser-
vation and study of the availability for different groups of visitors. The result of the work was an
inclusive tour that can be used in the practical activities of tourism enterprises.

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GLAMPINGS IN RUSSIA AND ABROAD:
A FASHION TREND OR A PROMISING FORMAT?

Abstract. The modern hotel business market develops in the conditions of fierce competition,
active digitalization of all sectors of the economy and, therefore, constantly changing trends. So
it forms and constantly transforms the portrait of the consumer of hotel services. The above pro-
cesses are especially active in the current conditions of severe restrictions associated with the
pandemic. The safety, exclusivity and environmental friendliness of the services of the accommo-
dation facility are put at the forefront as the main factors of the competitiveness of the hotel
enterprise. This forced the development of such segment of accommodation facilities as glamp-
ings. The article discusses the main approaches in the formation of the concept of "glamping”,
provides an analysis of the typology of this segment of accommodation facilities from the stand-
point of the applied architectural forms and equipment of various types of glamping. The statis-
tics given in the article, which characterizes the number of glamping sites around the world, con-
sidering geographical regions, gives a clear idea of the growth in the popularity of these accom-
modation facilities among different age categories of tourists. The main statistics are given for
the regions of the world where glampings have become widespread, as well as for individual
subjects of the Russian Federation and the country as a whole. The article also provides a com-
parative analysis of the main strengths and weaknesses of glampings. The conclusions are drawn
about the need for further development of glampings, about the problems that exist today and
the main ways to solve them, as well as on the directions for improving this segment of collective
accommodation facilities.

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TERRITORIAL TOURISM ASSOCIATIONS AS A PROMISING FORM OF INTEGRATION
IN THE FIELD OF TOURISM

Abstract. The article is devoted to the development of theoretical and methodological recommenda-
tions aimed at the development of territorial tourist associations, which in modern realities become the
most important form of integration in the tourism sector. The subject of the article is an integrated
system of joint development of territories, which has appropriate development tools and mechanisms,
socio-economic potential, a defined management model built in accordance with functional features
with access to the resulting effect. The purpose of the study is the scientific justification of methodolog-
ical approaches and practical recommendations for the development of territorial tourist associations
in its various forms (cluster, destitution, etc.), adapted to the conditions of modern realities. The hypoth-
esis of scientific research is based on the assumption that a territorial tourist association is a holistic
system of joint development of territories, which has all the features of a self-governing unit, which
makes it possible to simplify the administrative processes of interterritorial interaction. The main re-
search methods are based on the fundamental scientific works of Russian and foreign scientists in the
field of recreation and tourism, in the field of research of integrated territorial systems, their forms and
methods of functioning. The results of the work consist in substantiating a new approach to the study
of integrated structures in the tourism sector, based on the identification process, which involves the
implementation of a number of stages aimed at developing territorial associations and extending the
effect of their development to the level of tourist, recreational or resort areas. Functional typology of
territorial tourist associations is presented. A systematic approach to the process of identifying territo-
rial tourist associations is justified, which allows not only to distinguish structural and process compo-
nents as a set of tourist-recreational or resort areas, but also to determine their place in the hierarchy
of territorial systems. The results of the study can be used in the development of conceptual provisions
that make it possible to supplement and clarify the conceptual apparatus in the field of integration
processes for the development of territorial entities in tourism, the formation of scientifically based tools
that provide for increasing the competitive advantages of the territories thanks to voluntary coopera-
tion and the consolidation of resources in order to obtain the resulting effect and the implementation
of recreational tourism projects. The directions of future research are related to the determination of
the impact of territorial tourism associations on the sustainable development of the tourism industry
and its leading sectors.

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ESG-TRANSFORMATION OF THE TOURISM AND HOTEL INDUSTRY

Abstract. The article discusses the ESG-principles of economic development, which fully meet the
concept of sustainable development. The key indicators of modern entrepreneurship are a respon-
sible attitude to the environment (E-criterion), compliance with the social responsibility of business
(S-criterion), and high-quality company management (G-criterion). Many enterprises from various
industries already share ESG principles and actively use them in their activities. International rating
agencies develop ESG ratings of companies that show the degree of commitment of enterprises to
these principles. Russian agencies also form ESG ratings for domestic companies. However, this
does not apply to enterprises in the tourism and hospitality industry, which have not yet been im-
bued with the ideas of ESG transformation and are not represented in the ratings. The article iden-
tifies the reasons that will contribute to the active ESG transformation of enterprises in the tourism
and hospitality industry, including changes in the policy of providing responsible investments
mainly to companies with a high ESG rating, ensuring the competitiveness and attractiveness of
Russian enterprises in the tourism and hospitality industry in the world market services.

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Introduction

The use of artificial intelligence (Al) and re-
lated technologies is gradually becoming common
practice for many companies over the last dec-
ade. The same period is marked by emerging of
new research area: Data Science, that is aimed at
studying the object by means of data. The sche-
matic figure 1 shows the technologies which are
the part of the general term “artificial intelli-
gence”.

At present, telecommunication companies,
banks and retailers are the absolute leaders in im-
plementing Al in their processes. Tourist compa-
nies are still going behind, but there are some pre-
conditions to launch digitalization and intellectu-
alization development of this area [1]. The trig-
gers for that, on the one hand, are the tasks and
problems which are imposed on the tourist indus-
try in general and on each of stakeholders, and on
the other hand, availability of results obtained of
performed researches. Practical implementation
of them will make it possible to find efficient solu-
tions for existing problems. This paper reviews
some ways of applying Al in tourist industry.

The examples of applying Al in tourism

First of all, one should note, that tourism as
an economic activity is under the control of the
federal or local government. State administration
bodies provide management, regulation and plan-
ning of tourism development strategy for each re-
gion. At present, models of machine learning are
becoming helpful tools in these processes. For ex-
ample, in China machine learning is used to fore-
cast tourist demand [2], to model economic de-
velopment of tourist industry [3], to analyze visi-
tors’ reviews concerning tourist attractions [4]
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and to forecast their daily tourist flows [5] to de-
sign and make efficient management decisions.
Combined with convolutional neural networks
such models of machine learning possess high ac-
curacy. In the study [6] the method of self-organ-
izing maps (it is a version of Kohonen neural net-
work) and specialized software were used to de-
termine correlated classes of indicators of sus-
tainable development. That obtained results are
the basis for future studies in this area and it is
possible to forecast sustainable tourism in the ob-
served (specified) region.

One should emphasize the role machine
learning in processing data derived from social
networks and websites with reviews, since nowa-
days it is these websites that are the key factor for
the consumers’ decision-making process. TripAd-
visor, one of the most famous websites containing
millions of reviews about tourist attractions
around the world, is a convenient (open and ac-
tual) source of data, on the basis of which the re-
searches often build various models of machine
learning [7, 8].

However, there are also some drawbacks of
online-reviews: fraud reviews that misrepresent
objective profile and can cause serious reputa-
tional loss and, as a result, financial losses in case
if their aim is to downgrade real consumer value
of the service or product delivered by the sup-
plier. Fraud reviews can be regarded as a method
of unfair competitions. Data scientists counteract
them by building algorithms aimed at revealing
such reviews in Internet [9, 10].

Computer vision technology can potentially
become additional tool in state and municipal ad-
ministration, as stored volumes of visual infor-
mation could improve the quality of monitoring of
tourist sources. That is illustrated by the Spanish
researches who developed three models of ma-
chine learning to evaluate concentration of chlo-
rophyll Aiin sea water of Mar-Menor Bay based on
satellite images. Actually, it can be considered as
a new approach to evaluation of water quality
[11]. Moreover, the study [12] employs computer
vision to classify behavior models of tourists from
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three regions (Asia, Europe and North America),
that allows taking into account cultural specificity
when developing tourist attractions and destina-
tions. Another example of computer vision appli-
cation is a quantitative estimation of visual cul-
ture in one of the most visited places in Peru —
Cusco —through the photographs taken by the vis-
itors. This allowed tracking routes within the cul-
tural and historical tourism [13]. This technology
may be used as a mean to evaluate tourist load,
that is of great importance when we talk about
saving natural reserves [14]. All tourism — over-
seen by local authorities — has as its top priority:
the safety of the tourists. For example, event
tourism often gathers thousands of visitors on the
limited territory and any emergency situation
may cause human victims. Computer vision can
help to reveal potential dangerous situations [15]
and, thus, to decrease the risk of negative sce-
nario. Mass and event tourism can also employ
aerial images and GPS-data of participants to de-
termine their space-time activities. This makes it
possible to perform clustering of visitors for the
purpose of market segmentation [16].

A special role in tourism belongs to
HORECA, i.e. to hotels, restaurants and casino, as
they are important suppliers of tourist services
and, hence, the quality of their works directly im-
pacts on the attractiveness of the region for trav-
elers.

Speaking of independent tourists, the lead-
ers among the IDS (internet distribution systems)
used by them for searching accommodation are
Booking and Airbnb. Machine learning methods
bring some benefits to the analytics of such sys-
tems. For example, the work [17] offers deep
learning algorithm which classifies photographs
made by the owner to understand how host facial
characteristics influence on Airbnb pricing. And
the model of negative binominal regression was
used to identify the factors rising probability of
successful booking in the study [18].

The efficiency of hotel business also de-
pends on the amount of sold rooms (accom-mo-
dations). In other words, the less booking cancel-
lations, the higher profit is. The cancellation of

v
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booking is a risk to fail realization of the room (ac-
commodation), especially if the date of cancella-
tion is close to the date of tourist’s arriving. Such
loss is often called as “missed profit”. Therefore,
it is an urgent task to manage such risks in order
to minimize lost profits caused by unsold rooms.
For this, the authors of [19] developed a neural
network on the basis of genetic algorithms, it con-
tains only 13 variables. There are also some neu-
ral network solutions aimed at revenue manage-
ment [20]. The deep learning models are able to
forecast hotel daily demand, room prices or
guests’ reviews [21-23]. A decision-making model
designed specially to prioritize the improving im-
pacts on the hotel services can become a valuable
source for managers [24]. At present, the problem
of improving energy efficiency is of great im-
portance for all types of buildings, including ho-
tels. Norwegian engineers found the key to solu-
tion in Al: a prognostic model of hot-water heat-
ing in hotel was built [25].

Food and restaurant industries can be re-
garded as an integral part of tourist infrastruc-
ture. The caterers face the tasks which are very
similar to those the hoteliers face, but there are
some specific features. For example, storage life
of the products restricts the time for their utiliza-
tion, hence, a problem of optimization of food
production arises. The main scope of optimization
is to minimize the losses of unsold food. Japan
data scientists created a regression model of ran-
dom forest by means of which one can forecast
number of orders made by the guests [26].

Without overstating it, tourism develop-
ment depends largely on transport infrastructure
and transport companies. Aero-, railway or bus
communication favors transport accessibility of
the single region or the whole country. Carriers
also needs the latest achievements of artificial in-
telligence to find effective solutions for business
and to improve their services and logistics. The ex-
ample of that is the study, in which the algorithm
of deep learning demonstrated the best results by
accuracy in modeling uncertainties when a pas-
senger chooses transfer airport [27]. In fact, the
behavior strategies of the users of internet ticket
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sales services identified with this algorithm allow
us to uncover factors, impacting on the decision-
making process. The most tackled problems in this
area are as follows: elaboration of prognostic mod-
els for air passenger flow [28], calculation of flight
delay probability [29] or flight time [30], classifica-
tion of passenger behavior models and their satis-
faction with the services [31].

Some features of Al implementation

Thus, the technology of Al can be consid-
ered as an innovation tool for decision-making
process in management. But one should remem-
ber that application of radical innovation is always
accompanied with some difficulties, one of which
is @ human factor. To process correctly big data
and to build adequate models new professional
skills and competences of IT-specialists are re-
quired. At this, different combinations of these
competences generate new professions. In partic-
ularly, there are positions of data analyst, data en-
gineer and data scientist at the up-to-date labor
market. Each employer has his own requirements
to these positions. General differences in duties
and work functions are shown on fig. 2.

As it can be seen on the figure 2, a team of
data specialists is often needed to deal with big
data at the enterprise. It is a professional back-
ground of team member that affects on the
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quality (accuracy, adequacy) of the final model of
machine learning. For example, data scientist
should prevent from model training on fraud de-
pendencies and should not allow model over-
training. Another issue is data preparation. That
is, undoubtedly, the most labor consuming stage
that may require 70-80% of total time spent on
model development. The data preparation pro-
cess comprises not only data «cleaning» but also
filling missing values by means of approximation.

In view of this, transfer to implementation
of Al into business processes make state bodies
and municipal administration (for example, re-
gional ministry for tourism) or tour operators
change organizational structure and solve the
problems concerning staff training to process
data.

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At this, machine learning technologies are
not always expensive as it can be supposed. Firstly,
some software is available in free access. For exam-
ple, Russian company Loginom offers free version
Community Edition along with commercial prod-
uct. This product is based on “low-code” concept,
i.e. on the visualized building of models with mini-
mum coding, that is a strong advantage for those,
whose coding skills are not at high level (Fig. 3).

Secondly, a special crowdsourcing service
Kaggle is available for building and interpretation
of the models of machine learning. It works as fol-
lows: a company publishes its dataset in free ac-
cess, describes the problem and evaluation crite-
ria, and data scientists create the models to solve

it for remuneration.
Conclusion

The review of studies conducted in the area
of Al showed that results of machine learning,
neural networks and computer vision applied in
real business processes of tourist companies or
government bodies could reveal nontrivial trends
that become a source for efficient decisions and
innovation management procedures.

One can summarize that the near future will
witness how results of researches and develop-
ments concerning Al are employed by large tour
operators [32] to provide stability of business pro-
cesses in dramatically changing economic and ge-
opolitical conditions.

DIAGNOSTIC AND PERSONNEL ASSESSMENT TECHNOLOGY IN THE ACTIVITIES
OF ENTERPRISES IN THE FIELD OF HEAT SUPPLY

Abstract. The transition to the expansion of service functions in the activities of the authorities
of the Republic of Crimea since 2014 has been accompanied by appropriate institutional trans-
formations that contribute to better public services in the provision of public services. Today, the
authorities are expanding the functions of servicing individuals and legal entities in the digital
economy. The modern, dynamically developing environment poses new challenges to organiza-
tions. The development of technologies, automation and multiple acceleration of processes oc-
curring in the external environment create the need to change traditional approaches to the or-
ganization of their activities. One of the modern directions of development of the world and do-
mestic economy is its digitalization, which provides a wide range of new opportunities for it in
terms of the use of new technologies. In this regard, in the Russian Federation, in accordance
with the Decree of the President of Russia dated May 7, 2018 No. 204 "On national goals and
strategic objectives of the development of the Russian Federation for the period up to 2024", the
National Program "Digital Economy of the Russian Federation" was adopted and approved on
December 24, 2018 — a platform on which a new model of interaction is being created between
business, government, expert and scientific communities to increase Russia's competitiveness at
the global level. It is possible to achieve success in the provision of public services only with a
changed consciousness and new professional qualities of the development of labor resources in
the conditions of digitalization. Considering that it is the labor resources that ensure the imple-
mentation of reforms and the achievement of the required indicators, it is the professional effi-
ciency of labor resources that is important for the provision of public services in the context of
digitalization. The purpose of the article is to implement practical approaches to the develop-
ment of human resources in the provision of public services in the field of functioning of the man-
agement body and forces of the unified state system of prevention and liquidation of emergency
situations of the Republic of Crimea.

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Introduction

At the present time the uprising interest of
citizens to military history is undeniable, because
a continuous process, which determines the mo-
tivation to study state history, also contributes to
the establishment of a sense of spiritual unity and
respect for the foretime of our country. This leads
to the fact that military heritage tourism is
deemed an important direction of state policy in
tourism.

Back in 2013, the former head of Federal
Agency for Tourism (Rostourism) Alexander Rad-
kov emphasized the importance of this phenome-
non, stating that "one of the main appeals for for-
eign tourists to come to us is the desire to learn
something from our spiritual heritage, <... >. In
this regard the subject of military heritage tour-
ism is not incidental as Russia sure has heroic
past"?,

At the same time, in the domestic market
the relevance of military heritage tourism was al-
ready highlighted in the Federal Target Program
"Development of domestic and inbound tourism
in the Russian Federation (2011-2018)", which
outlined the fact that the historical and cultural
heritage is the most important competitive ad-
vantage of a destination. According to the text of
the Program: "Development of tourist infrastruc-
ture, <... > along with the introduction of restored
historical and cultural heritage sites to the general
public, will create conditions for the development
of a number of new tourist routes of various di-
rections. This will satisfy consumer demand <...>
and ensure a steady growth of the tourist inflow”.
However, the text of the Program also noted that
trips with cultural and educational purposes al-
ready account for "about 20% of the domestic
tourist flow”2.

At the same time, work on the restoration
and museumization of former fortress complexes,
memorials, and other structures does not stop;
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the number of relevant festivals and events is
growing. An intermediate result of such trends
can be the example of the Kulikovo cluster, which
was established in September 2021 and which will
unite the tourist resources of Tula region around
the "Kulikovo Field" museum-reserve.

In this regard, there is an opportunity to val-
idate military heritage tourism as a priority direc-
tion of the tourism industry in the country and to
point out the prospects for its successful develop-
ment both at the federal and regional levels.

Literature review

Military heritage tourism is a complex phe-
nomenon. Given the flow of the World history,
military heritage tourism receives significant at-
tention of scholars all across the globe.

A. Elliott and D. Milne showcase the exam-
ple of developing military heritage tourism in Ja-
pan. Research suggests that tourism can become
a well-needed peaceful and anti-militarist prac-
tice that can play an important role, not only in
international diplomacy, but also as a transmis-
sion tool for memories of war to current and fu-
ture generations [1].

S. Driessen, M. Grever and S. Reijnders ex-
amine the psychological aspect of military herit-
age tourism in Netherlands to verify that that
such tours help to evoke a specific placebound en-
gagement with the past [2].

D. Foulk outlines that military heritage tour-
ism in France, while being the niche market, has
encouraged the reinvention of certain areas of
the country that were prime examples of deindus-
trialisation. This has allowed them to capitalize
upon their historic past and for tourism to flourish
[3].

The study by A. Zienkiewicz, T. Podciborski,
R. Kazmierczak explore the examples of military
heritage sites in northern and north-eastern Po-
land to confirm that military tourism is indeed a
rapidly growing segment of the national tourist

Meanwhile L. Stach presents a case study of
the Project Riese building complexes in the Owl
Mountains, Poland to reveal an important prob-
lem which is the conflict between the develop-
ment of commercial and recreational tourism ser-
vices and the need to protect the environment
and cultural heritage [5].

E. Ramos, M. Salgado, R. Saraiva, |. Ramos
investigate the example of the Alva valley, Portu-
gal in pursuing to coordinate the interests of local
population, tourists and the whole tourist indus-
try in general [6]. The importance of such efforts
is echoed by K. Giinge and D. Misirlisoy [7], while
R.Wyllie examines the case of South Africa to add
academic institutions to this equation since, ac-
cording to his findings, history departments at ac-
ademic institutions are embracing tourism as an-
other outlet for the inclusion of history in terms
of both the content, but more importantly, the re-
search skills that tourism can impart to history [8].

Meanwhile in Russia aspects of military her-
itage tourism are also researched by various au-
thors very explicitly. Thus from the point of view
of education of young generation military herit-
age tourism was investigated in the works of V. .
Levin [9] who defines it as a certain way of patri-
otic education, and also in the works of A. I. Ros-
sikhin [10], who describes the role of military his-
tory in promoting education for young people.

A.V. Sekerin [11], in turn, considers in detail
the features of information and technological
support of military heritage tourism, while A.l
Kolesnikova [12] describes the information and
analytical system of military heritage tourism sup-
port.

It is necessary to mention the publication of
G.A. Gomilevskaya [13], in which the military her-
itage tourism is evaluated from the organizational
and economic context, and similarly the work of
T.V. Degtyareva [14], where in-detail attention is
paid to the organizational and technological as-
pects.

A.A. Fatueva's article [15] outlines the pro-
spects of development of military heritage festi-
vals in Tula region, and the publications by G.V.
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Aleksushin [16] and Y.N. Gaivoronskaya [17] sep-
arately consider the role of military heritage re-
construction in the context of military heritage
tourism organization.

At the same time, the prospects of military
heritage tourism are analyzed in the works of
modern domestic scientists mainly at the regional
level. Here we can note the works by E.V. Logvina
[18] and E.E. lIbragimov [19], where the authors
consider the prospects of military heritage tour-
ism in regards to the Republic of Crimea with an
attempt to determine its potential. It is also worth
noting that the issue of prospects is similarly ad-
dressed by A.A. Saburina [20], who analyzes the
possibilities of its development in Kaliningrad re-
gion, as well as by Z.H. Mukhamedova [21], where
the author explores the potential of military her-
itage tourism in Volgograd region and from this
point of view proceeds to assess its prospects.

However, in the current conditions of rapid
and continuous adjustment of the tourism sphere
to the emerging new operational conditions, the
obtained results require renewal and clarification.

Thus, it becomes relevant to analyze the
prospects for the development of military herit-
age tourism in Primorsky Krai as a territorial sub-
ject in which the state museum-reserve "Vladivos-
tok Fortress", created in 2019 by the decree of the
President of the Russian Federation and by the
resolution of the Russian Ministry of Culture, has
allowed to accumulate the resources of military
heritage tourism.

Methodology

As a result, the goal of the study is to deter-
mine the prospects for the development of mili-
tary heritage tourism within the borders of Pri-
morsky Krai. To fulfill the objective of the work it
is necessary to consider the following problems:

- to systematize the current development of
military heritage historical tourism in Primorsky
Krai;

- to determine the resource base of military-
historical tourism in the Primorsky territory and to
specify it;

- to analyze the supply side of military herit-
age tourism;
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- to highlight and systematize the prospects
for the development of military heritage tourism
in Primorsky Krai.

Research methods include the following:

duction.

Data from Tourist Information Centre of Primorsky
Krai reveals the fact that almost 8% of all the de-
veloped local tour itineraries to certain extent ex-
ploit the theme of military heritage [22]. Consum-
ers' interest in this regard can be explained by nu-
merous factors presented in the figure.

At the same time, the most popular objects
of military-historical routes are medieval settle-
ments (in Krasny Yar, Yekaterinovka) — (26%), 13%
include a visit to the Izumrudnaya Dolina (Emerald
Valley) Park in the Ussuri urban district, while 52%
of the routes include Vladivostok Fortress objects
[13].

Vladivostok Fortress is a special fortification
object, which is a complex of long-term defensive
constructions built in the late XIX — early XX cen-
tury in Vladivostok and its immediate surround-
ings [23].

In its peculiarity, the Vladivostok Fortress is
an object that is unique in many respects. First of
all, its defensive construction was the most pow-
erful and advanced fortification complex not only

within the country (at that time it was the Russian
Empire) but in the whole world. The Vladivostok
Fortress is not one particular building — it is the
overlarge military and historical structure, which,
according to the museum-reserve 'Vladivostok
Fortress', includes over eight hundred objects,
Among them are defensive structures (forts,
strong points, redoubts, coastal and land batter-
ies, powder cellars, anti-submersible caponiers
and half-caponiers), infrastructure facilities (ad-
ministration buildings, barracks, outhouses, ware-
houses, food storages, sparking radio stations,
etc.), communications (roads, bridges and cata-

combs), communications (cableway network,
berths)3*
In general, the construction of the

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Vladivostok Fortress is one of the most interesting
pages of fortification history that influenced not
only the Russian Empire, but the world as a whole,
because the fortress is an outstanding example of
how a defensive complex in different eras could
keep safety not only on land borders, but sea bor-
ders as well against different opponents.

Among the forts available for tourist display
there are Fort Pospelov, Fort No.1, Fort No.7, Fort
No.12. It should be separately noted that all the
listed objects are objects of cultural heritage of
federal significance according to the Russian
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cultural heritage register. Besides, according to
the Register, among of all subjects of the Russian
Federation, Primorsky Krai has the maximum
number of entries of objects of federal signifi-
cance, including such fortification objects as forts,
batteries, redoubts and caponiers (total of 63 ob-
jects) [30]. It is worth noting that the Vladivostok
Fortress is already a very popular and well-known
military heritage object in Primorsky Krai, as can
be seen from the number of offered excursions
which cover almost the entire complex of the for-
tress as is presented in Table 1.

The table shows that practically all the forts
accessible to the public are used as sightseeing
objects. The only exceptions are those which are
not accessible or are difficult to access from a
transport point of view.

Similarly, it is worth noting that overnight
military heritage tours are also available on the
market (Table 2).

As a result, it can be noted that today the
Vladivostok Fortress is a promising object of mili-
tary-historical tourism, despite some significant

difficulties. First and foremost, the main problem
of the fortress is its destruction: the maritime cli-
mate, the constant salt winds and ruthless vandal-
ism have not passed over the fortress objects,
many of which have had to be recognized as ru-
ined.

The location of the fortress should not be
overlooked: most of the forts occupy the domi-
nant peaks, which makes access to them difficult.
Transport accessibility in this case becomes con-
siderably limited due to the poor state of roads or

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their absence altogether. At the same time, the
trails running through the forested terrain, over-
grown with tough brush, are often the only route
option, similarly reducing the means of mass at-
tendance. It is worth noting that some of the
buildings themselves are also considered quite
dangerous, especially their underground parts —
stairs, wells, rafters, flooded and ruined areas — so
as a tourist attraction they are aimed mainly at
the conscious, middle-aged visitors.

As a result, on the example of the Vladivos-
tok fortress objects it is possible to identify and
specify in detail the main problems hindering the
successful development of military heritage tour-
ism in Primorsky Krai, as well as to determine the
measures needed to level out their negative effect.

At the same time, in addition to excursion
routes for military heritage tourism, the resource
base is also beginning to be actively used for hold-
ing various festivals in the region.

It is worth noting that the organization of
festivals involving heritage sites is a rather prom-
ising process in relation to Primorsky Krai, which
shows positive dynamics of attracting audiences,
which in turn allows the active development of
military heritage tourism. For instance, the Vladi-
vostok Fortress facilities are currently used as the-
matic festival locations organized by the museum-
reserve.

It should be mentioned that the number of
such events is increasing: for example, from 2013
to 2018 the annual festival 'Vladivostok Fortress'
was held, from 2019 the project 'Music Picnic' was
implemented, in 2021 — the festival 'Fortress Day'
was introduced. However, according to the mu-
seum-reserve, there are plans to increase the

number of such events in subsequent years, in-
volving more venues. Nevertheless, the Musical
Picnic festival, which has been held annually since
2019 at Fort Pospelov, can currently be consid-
ered a successful project that has helped to pop-
ularize the fortress and to attract large audience.
It is worth noting that in 2020 the festival was lo-
cated at three sites of the fortress at once, namely
the aforementioned Pospelov Fort, Fort No.1 and
Powder Cellar No.13. According to data from the
Vladivostok Fortress Museum-Reserve, 3,000
people attended the festival in 2019. In 2020, de-
spite the unstable situation caused by the pan-
demic, 5,000 people attended the festival. How-
ever, in 2021, their number dropped to 450 peo-
ple —the festival was not organized on a full scale
due to bad weather.

Similarly, the not so long ago established fes-
tival 'Fortress's Day', held on the Fort 1 territory
and attended by almost 3,000 people, can be
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considered a way to popularize the Vladivostok
fortress and military heritage tourism in general. In
the framework of this event, the program of which
was devoted to Baron Budberg, who was the head
of the fortress' headquarters for 11 years, educa-
tional meetings, historical lectures highlighting his-
tory of the Vladivostok fortification, interactive
zones and play areas for children were arranged to
introduce them to the military heritage objects and
historical personalities, in any form connected with
the fortress' history.
Conclusion

Thus, in the course of the study, it was veri-
fied that military heritage tourism is a well-estab-
lished direction of regional development that im-
plements certain functions that are in demand in
modern society, including cultural-historical func-
tion and educational function.

The resource base was streamlined. Study
shows that it includes rich historical heritage in its
core, which is framed by the availability of places
of interest (of all subjects of the Russian Federa-
tion, Primorsky Territory has the maximum num-
ber of fortification objects of federal significance
in the he Russian cultural heritage register), an
event component and the surrounding infor-
mation environment.

The analysis of the available regional routes
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aimed at the acquaintance of general public with
the military heritage, revealed the wide majority
of them are focused around the Vladivostok for-
tress.

In the course of the study, an analysis of the
military-heritage themed excursions and over-
night tours was also carried out, a comprehensive
author's register of display objects was compiled,
recording their current state and relevance of the
objects. Special attention was paid to the event
component of military heritage tourism.
Measures were proposed for the further develop-
ment of military heritage tourism in Primorsky
Krai, the implementation of which will further re-
duce transport costs, create an opportunity to
form a safer product, expand the market offer and
the target audience.

Further discussion

The issues of military heritage tourism are
relevant for scientific discussion in modern condi-
tions. At the same time, the theoretical results ob-
tained in the framework of this study should be
verified in the course of the medium- and long-
term analysis. Meanwhile, a more detailed projec-
tion of the obtained results for other territorial
subjects of the Russian Federation will help to
build a more universal theoretical framework for
the development of military heritage tourism.

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SOCIO-ECONOMIC FACTORS INFLUENCING THE SHARE OF THE POPULATION
GOING IN FOR SPORTS AND PHYSICAL ACTIVITY

Abstract. Physical and sports activity contribute to improving the quality of life of citizens and
form a culture of sports life, contribute to maintaining and strengthening health. Attracting the
population to systematic physical activity and sports, increasing the level of involvement of citi-
zens determine the relevance of identifying various socio-economic factors that can influence the
increase in the proportion of the population involved in physical activity along with the ongoing
policy in this area. However, despite the vigorous activity of the state, the implementation of
national projects and programs at the state level, it is justified that there are a number of factors,
both social and economic, that can influence the increase in the proportion of the population
involved in sports. Based on the analysis of statistical data of Rosstat and the Ministry of Sports
of the Russian Federation for 2008-2020. it is possible to trace the existence of interrelations
between the increase in the proportion of the population engaged in physical activity and various
factors. The analysis was carried out using correlation coefficients, which made it possible to
assess the strength and direction of the relationship of various factors with an increase in the
proportion of the population systematically engaged in physical activity and sports. Significant
socio-economic factors have been identified that can have a significant impact on the problems
under study, the main of which are a decrease in the level of employment and unemployment,
an increase in the one-time throughput of sports facilities, the number of sports facilities, the
general financing of physical culture and sports, and the provision of sports personnel. The results
of the study can be used by government agencies in the development and improvement of social
programs, as well as areas for attracting citizens to systematic physical activity and sports.

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DIGITALIZATION OF THE LOGISTICS PROCESS MANAGEMENT SYSTEM
FOR POSTAL AND COURIER SERVICES

Abstract. The article is devoted to the development of theoretical and methodological recommen-
dations for automating the business processes of postal and courier services. The subject of the
study is the logistics business processes of postal and courier services. Based on theoretical gener-
alization, methods of analysis and synthesis, the approaches of scientists to determining the es-
sence and advantages of digitalization of business processes are investigated. The technical means
of automation of the logistics management system are considered. Scenarios for automating lo-
gistics business processes are defined. The problems of introducing modern ERP systems in the ac-
tivities of postal and courier services are identified, which lie in the existing monopoly in the soft-
ware market and in the absence of a significant number of specialists working with one of the most
popular information systems. It is determined that one of the optimal approaches to automating
the logistics business processes of postal and courier services is the expansion and integration of
the ERP system to the developed specialized LMS modules. A model is proposed that coordinates
LMS software tools (modules) for postal and courier services with the corresponding business pro-
cesses. The necessary software tools have been identified - LMS modules for postal and courier
services with the corresponding business processes. It has been established that the digitalization
of logistics processes provides new opportunities for postal operators to increase efficiency, im-
prove speed and reliability, and develop innovative products and services.
